By the Numbers 

MCE’s Fiscal Year 2026/27 budget breakdown: 

• $10M for MCE Cares Credit 

• $62 million disbursement from the Operating Reserve Fund to lower generation rates 

including: 

o 14% standard rate reduction 

o $0.0062/kWh temporary reduction through 2026 (additional $2/month) 

• $632M in energy costs (17.5% reduction year over year) 

• $5M in grant income (50% increase year over year) 

• $14M in investment income 

MCE’s Board also allocated more than $9 million to advance critical clean energy programs 

for residents and businesses including: 

• $1M for residential electrification including upgrades to multifamily and affordable 

housing properties and deploying heat pump water heaters 

• $7M for transportation electrification including MCE’s EV instant rebate, EV charging 

incentives for businesses, and the MCE Sync smart-charging app 

• $1.2M for resiliency initiatives including energy storage for critical facilities and MCE’s
